We require a minimum of 10
working days to process a
standard application.

A minimum of 20 working
days is required for large
shoot applications.

Notice periods for parking
bays range from 8 days to
four weeks.

A minimum of 6 weeks
notice is required for road
closures.

A minimum of 10 working
days is required for any
highway permits such as
cranes, cherry pickers,
hoarding, scaffolding etc.

If you’re likely to be using tracks or anything else on
the pavement or road, you must give us at least 10
working days’ notice and provide a diagram of how
you intend to go about your filming (pavement width,
camera placing, track placing, lights, eze-ups).
Pavements must have at least 1.5 metres for
pedestrians to get past a film crew.

You should not deposit equipment on the street or
remove or cover street furniture unless you clear this
with us in advance. If you’re placing hoarding,
scaffolding or using cranes, cherry pickers or any type
of mobile lifters you should apply for a license to do
so_Highways licences | LBHF

You should also be prepared to clear the public
highway if we or the police ask you to do so.

We also ask you not to block public footpaths with
vehicles.

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Parking Suspensions

All parking in Hammersmith & Fulham is
controlled, which means bays are shared by
residents and visitors who pay and display a
ticket.

When applying for parking
suspensions please note that
suspensions only apply during the
controlled hours of the zone. Cones
should not be placed on the highway
before or after the suspensions begin
and end. If you have any problems

For small crews and short
shoots of a few hours, pay and
display parking is normally
enough.

Parking bays can't be suspended
for small crews using cars or
people carriers. It's usually
possible to use pay and display
parking for these vehicles for
the whole day.
