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Who We Are

Population Overview

In 2018 there were an estimated 11,096 people living in the ward.
Since 2011 Census, there has been a decrease in the population by
4.3% (-493 people); this is the highest decrease among H&F wards
(Borough average +0.9%).

From the age / gender pyramid, it is clear that the population in
the ward is relatively young for both genders with a large
proportion in the age range 20-39. Since the 2011 Census, there
has been slight change in the structure of the population within
the ward which indicates that the population was not as transient
as 7 years ago with fewer working age people moving into the
area for work before moving out later on in life.

There are slightly more females (50.2%) than males (49.2%). The
ward is the fifth most densely populated in H&F with a density of
174 people per hectare (Borough 112pph).

During the day the population increases to 10,051 people as
residents leave the ward for work.

Country of Birth and National identity

48.6% (5,631) of residents were born in England. Foreign-born residents
made up 48% of the ward population (42.7% in H&F).

France supplied most foreign-born residents (389) followed by Australia
(296), Republic of Ireland (261), Poland (212) and Italy (209).

16.7% of the population were born in an EU country (the third highest
among all wards) compared with 14.8% in H&F and 10.3% in London as a
whole.

In terms of childhood obesity at reception age, 14.8% of children are estimated to be obese which is the highest level among all wards in
the borough (H&F 9.7% and London 10.2%). Similarly, child excess weight (overweight including obesity) at 31.6% is also above both the
borough (21.9%) and London (22%) averages.

One of the key benefits of the school census is that it captures details on free school meals, special educational needs and the languages
spoken by children.
