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Who We Are

Population Overview

In 2018 there were an estimated 10,717 people living in the ward.
Since 2011 Census, there has been a slight decrease in the
population by 0.6% (-68 people); this is the eighth highest
decrease among H&F wards (Borough average +0.9%).

From the age / gender pyramid, it is clear that the population in
the ward is relatively young for both genders with a large
proportion in the age range 25-44. Since the 2011 Census, there
has been slight change in the structure of the population within
the ward which indicates that the population was not as transient
as 7 years ago with fewer working age people moving into the
area for work before moving out later on in life.

There are slightly more females (50.3%) than males (49.7%). The
ward is the third least densely populated in H&F with a density of
93 people per hectare (Borough 112pph).

During the day the population decreases to 9,949 people as
residents leave the ward for work.

The index of multiple deprivation is a relative measure of deprivation which
ranks small areas nationally by different deprivation dimensions. The ward is
made up of 7 Lower Super Output Areas (LSOAs) and it has been measured
as less deprived than in 2010 and 2007.

The most deprived area (E01001931) is among the 20% most deprived
nationally. Two areas (E01001930 and E01001932) are in the 20 to 30%
most deprived nationally, two areas are in the top 30 to 50%, and the two
remaining LSOAs rank in the 60-80% most deprived nationally.

Public Transport Accessibility Level (PTAL) is a measure which rates locations by
distance from frequent public transport services. In the ward that score is 3.7 which
is lower than both the borough and regional averages at 4.7 and 3.8 respectively.

There are 65 cars per 100 households in the ward compared to 54 in the borough
and 82 in London. 48% of households do not have access to a car or van (55% in
H&F and 42% in London).

All recorded crime has been rising across the borough over

the last four years (+4% in year to 2017-18). The ward has

seen a 15.4% increase in total notifiable offences in the last

year; this is the third highest increase amongst all wards.

There were 1,235 crime committed (115 per 1,000
residents) which ranks the ward sixth highest in H&F.

In 2016-17, the rate of all recorded crime per 1,000
population was 101 in the ward compared to 117 across the 0.0

borough.

The most high volume crimes in the ward during the last

financial year have been ‘Theft & Handling’ (636), ‘Violence

Against the Person’ (247) and Burglary offences (153).

Four crime types in the ward have seen a larger rates per

1,000 population compared to the H&F averages. Those

include: Theft & Handling (7.9 percentage points differ-

ence), Burglary offences (2.9 percentage points difference),
Robbery (1.1 percentage points difference) and Sexual

Anti-social behaviour (ASB) levels are constantly lower in the ward with
32 incidents being recorded on ReACT since June 2013. This totals just
1.2% of all ASB incidents recorded on the system over this time period.

The ASB incident rate per 1,000 population is 3.0 (the lowest in H&F).
Noise was the most frequent incident followed by Harassment and Verbal

Abuse.
